Where’s My Membership  

Renewal Form? 

Presidential Candidate (JAGM, Not United States) 

Inspired by the excellent campaigns being run for the 
various government offices, I’ve decided to run for 
JAGM President! Seems like entering the race late 
and having a catchy slogan are very important. So, 

Vote for Gary Hillebrand! He’ll give JAGM a New 
Way Forward, and Make JAGM Great Again! He’s 
endorsed by the Editorial Staff at The Indicator. Ac-
cepting all PAC money, if you have any.            - Gary  
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JAGM’s Board of Directors reported in this space last 
month that changes were coming in our club’s annual 
membership fees, newsletter delivery, and website 
and membership administration. Just after that,  
Jaguar Clubs of North America (JCNA), the national 
organization we are affiliated with, also announced 
that their annual membership dues will increase in 
2025 from $45 to $55 per member. Taking this into 
account, your JAGM board is announcing the follow-
ing plans. 
 
2025 annual dues – Our yearly membership fee in-
creases from $78 (including the credit card processing 
fee) to $85. This increase includes the $10 JCNA in-
crease. This action balances our budget, including 
having more available to support a new location for 
the Concours and incorporating any credit card pro-
cessing fees rather than having members pay them 
each time. Please note that JAGM has absorbed some 
past expense increases without increasing dues; this 
has decreased our bank balance from the $10,000 
range to a current level of around 
$6,000. While this is still a healthy re-
serve for a car club, we don’t want to let 
the balance continue to decline. It’s time 
to ensure a balanced budget each year.  
 
JCNA, concerned about the effect of the 
fee increase, is surveying all of its affili-
ates to understand their ongoing viability 
better. Our own survey of 45 JCNA affili-

ates, done just before the JCNA increase, showed an 
average membership fee of $80. After all the clubs 
adjust to the higher JCNA fees, our $85 annual mem-
bership fee will likely still be below the average.  
 
Newsletter printing and delivery – In 2025, our  
annual membership fee will include only online  
access to The Indicator. The printed and mailed Indi-
cator will still be available but will require a separate 
$25 subscription fee. This allows us to keep the  
annual membership fee low while reducing the effect 
of continually increasing postage rates on our bottom 
line. Fortunately, our current printing company will 
continue to print The Indicator on their obsolete (in 
Xerox’s eyes) - but still operating printer, so we will 
continue to enjoy printing costs that are about 1/2 of 
the current market price. 
 
JAGM website and membership administration—
Our migration to the new membership and website 
system, WildApricot, is still on schedule for December 
1, 2024. Phil Crutchfield and Philip Wiltshire are well 
underway building the new website and membership 
database. Starting December 1st, when you enter our 
URL, www.jagm.org, you will open the new site. The 
appearance will be refreshed, but the content and 
navigation will be very familiar. With WildApricot you 
will find many benefits, for example, a searchable 
online Membership Directory and other useful fea-
tures. You will receive your ID (email address) and 
system-generated password by email as the new 
website goes online. 
 
With WildApricot as the common system underlying 

our website and membership database, 
membership administration and website 
maintenance will become easier. This 
change will reduce the burden on our vol-
unteer base, while giving our members 
greater convenience as they register and 
pay for events and membership.

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Our first in-person meeting at Craft Breww City on 
October 9th was a big success, with 40-50 people 
attending – roughly half from JAGM and half from 
WDMGC. Claire Dahl, a presenter from the Michigan 
Flight Museum, gave a fabulous presentation about 
Rosie the Riveters and the tremendous work, sacrific-
es and determination that went into the American 
war effort in the second world war. Dianne Gouin of 
JAGM had her mother Jeanne attend with her; Jeanne 
was an original Rosie and it was great to be able to 
honor her at the meeting.  
 
Claire’s presentation focused 
on the development, con-
struction and running of the 
Willow Run Bomber plant, 
but also touched on the pro-
found changes that were 
required in our country; manufac-
turing and transportation trans-
formed to support the war effort, 
and the workforce transformed to 
replace those who went overseas 
to fight the war. 
 
We all enjoyed the presentation, 
as evidenced by the many dona-
tions that were made to the Mich-
igan Flight Museum. If you haven’t had the oppor-
tunity to visit the museum, you should make a plan.

Lee Jacobsen attended the meeting and had these 
thoughts to add about the presentation and his expe-
rience as a “Rosie supporter”: 

Claire Dahl's presentation on Rosie the Riveters was 
pretty informative and entertaining, especially 
when the B-24 bombers made that tax-saving 90 de-
gree turn into another county, with her unique sound 
effect! 
 
For years I have known the original Rosies, having 
done dozens of parades with them, providing the pa-
rade cars as needed, including a ‘47 Packard, a ‘49 

Chrysler, a ‘72 Eldorado, and of course, an XKE and  
MGTD. How did I get involved over 40 years ago? 

My Mom was a Rosie at Willow Run, an older (30) ex-
perienced relief Rosie, knew 15-20 jobs and her job 
for 8-10 hours a shift was to fill in for others so they 
could get a 20 minute lunch break. She was all over 
the plant. Her favorite job was at that 90 degree turn, 
where, after it was made, often the super secret Nor-
den Bombsights were fitted. She and her girlfriend 

would hide in the rear of the plane, 
and watch. "Mom" I asked, "what is so 
fascinating about a Norden bomb-
sight?" She replied, "son, when you are 
older you will understand when I say it 
was the six marines guarding it that we 
were watching, not the bombsight!"      

Later, in 1957, Mom learned of an auc-
tion, a Detroit warehouse full of Norden 
bombsights, each locked in a metal box 
with a key, each with a log book of the 
bombing mission it had been on. She 
bought 3, $5 each, and gave one to each 
of us kids. We ignored them and the 
crates became 'seats' in the garage. Even-
tually, I got a pilot's license, and met with 
others interested in historical planes and 

flying, forming the Yankee Air Force.  I donated two of 
the bombsights to the cause, one is in the B-17, now 
in CA, and the other is in the Mitchell B-25 bomber. 

The saved part of Willow Run bomber plant, which is 
now the Michigan Flight Museum, is the building 
where the final 90 degree turn took place, and is now 
almost restored,  the rest is gone. A lot of history was 
saved however, like the worn cement steps leading 
up to the payroll office, where 40,000 Rosies walked 
up and were paid, all in gold, silver, cash, according to 
one of the payroll clerks, a Rosie in one of the parade 
cars. At the last Rosie parade this year, the average 
age of a Rosie in our parade car was 102. The lone 
gent was 103, a B-24 pilot. I asked where, he said 
“Italy, only shot us down 3 times, flak, each was a bel-

ly landing, we walked away, but we lost a lot of 
planes.... flak looked like black storm clouds…” 
 
Time stops for no one, but we will always remember 
the Rosies! Rosies historians like Claire will educate 
and help us remember. Now I understand those 

badges Claire spoke of on her vest, it gives some 
meaning to Mom's Willow Run work badge that I 
keep in my desk, along with Pop's dog tags....Makes 
me glad to be here and appreciate what the Rosies 
did for us, all those years ago....
